GENERAL CONCEPT: What are seasons of the calendar year and what is the Liturgical Year?

SCIENCE LESSON CONCEPT
Identification of the four season of the calendar year.
GOAL OF SCIENCE LESSON

1. Student will learn the names of the four seasons.

2. Student will be able to describe the characteristics
of each season.

OUTCOME EXPECTED
1. Student will be able to name the four seasons.

2. StudentNWiII be able to describe and draw each
seasonOs characteristics.

MATERIALS NEEDED

* Story book on seasons. Recommended: OThe Season
of ArnoldOs Apple Tree
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RELIGION LESSON CONCEPT

The changes in the season can call us to renewed belief and
trust in God.

GOAL OF RELIGION LESSON

Student will be able to name times of the calendar year when
they have a good reminder to renew their faith and trust in
God.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

Student will be able to name Christmas (Winter) and Easter
(Spring) as Christian holidays and times for spiritual renewal.

MATERIALS NEEDED

* Pictures of Christmas Religious Scenes



* 4 pieces of large chart paper with the outline of a tree

drawn on each piece

* Markers or Crayons

* Science Journal Page: SEASONS

SCIENCE METHODOLOGY

READ the story on seasons.

START with the current season. Use one chart paper
tree outline for each season.

WRITE the name of the season on the paper.

ASK: What do trees look like in winter (summer,
spring, fall)?

WRITE the students comments on the WINTER tree
for example: snow covered, bare branches,

REPEAT for the other three seasons.

POST all 4 tree charts. Compare how the tree
changed from season to season.

HAVE the student divide the Science Journal Page:
SEAONS into 4 equal parts. Label each part with the
name of one season. Draw the appropriate tree for
that season.

DISPLAY the season papers.
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Bible
Crayons/Markers

Drawing Paper

RELIGION METHODOLOGY

DISPLAY the Christmas Religious Scenes

ASK questions to focus the children on the birth of
Jesus in Bethlehem.

ASK: In what season does Christmas come? (Winter)
ASK: What does it look like outside during winter?
SAY: When Jesus was born, He brought new hope for
people. He is the Savior of the World. He is the one
whom God promised to send to save His people.
ASK: How can Christmas (the Birth of Jesus) help you
to e a better Christian? To trust God? To pray? To
read the Scripture?

READ a short portion of the Christmas story to the
student.

HAVE the student draw a picture of something they
can do to show they believe in Jesus.

SHOW the Easter religious pictures.

ASK: Who can tell the Easter Story?



¥ POSIT: The Four Seasons make the earth look
different.
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ASK: In what season does Easter come?(Spring)

ASK: What is springtime like? What does it look like
outside in spring?

TELL or READ a small portion of the Easter Story of
Jesus’ Rising from the Dead.

ASK: How does Jesus' rising from the dead remind
you of springtime?

ASK: What can you do to show that you have
renewed your friendship with Jesus and that you have
new life in you?

HAVE the student draw a picture of them doing good
as a Christian believer in Jesus.

POSIT: The seasons of our year are celebrated in our
church.
