GOAL OF SCIENCE LESSON

¢ Student will be able to define weather.

¢ Student will be able to list the elements of weather.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

Student will be more aware of the accuracy of weather
prediction.

MATERIALS NEEDED
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RELIGION LESSON CONCEPT

Weather played an important part in the Bible.

GOAL OF RELIGION LESSON

» Student will recognize the patterns of weather as
recounted in Bible stories.

* Student will know how the Hebrews praised God for
His creation including weather elements.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

Student will praise God in everyday things.

MATERIALS NEEDED

* Chart of the type of clouds



Weather forecast from newspaper and internet
Science Journal Page: WEATHER

Pen or pen

SCIENCE METHODOLOGY

ASK: What's the weather like today?

RECORD answers. Be sure to get as many elements
of weather as possible: clouds, sunshine, temperature,
precipitation, wind, etc.)

ASK: How do you know what the weather is like?

RECORD replies. (Observation, reading instruments,
reading the newspaper, hearing the weather on the
radio, TV or on the internet>)

ASK: What elements go into weather? (rain, wind,
temperature, sunlight hours, amount of sunshine,
barometric pressure, etc.)

GIVE the student the Science Journal Page:
WEATHER and ask the student to predict the weather
for a certain day. Include the following: high and low
temperatures, rainfall, sunny, cloudy, wind direction
and rate.

Bible: Daniel 3: 52-90 — See links page
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Writing Paper
Pen or pencil
Art paper

Crayons or markers

RELIGION METHODOLOGY

ASK: What's the weather like today?
RECORD the answers.

ASK: Does the weather ever cause you to change you
plans? How?

SAY: The Hebrew people composed a song-prayer to
thank God for all the things He gave them. Listen for
the weather elements as | read it to you.

READ: Daniel 3: 52-90 — A copy is in the Links
section.

HAVE the students tell you all the weather elements
they heard.

ASK: How did weather come into this Bible Story form
the book of Daniel.

HAVE the children use the same format as the Daniel
POST the predictions in the classroom.



* CHECK the predictions on that date. Who was most
correct? Was anyone totally correct? Why? Why not?

* ASK: Is their science in weather prediction or just
good guessing? Discuss.

* RETURN the prediction pages to the student.

* HAVE the student write a paragraph about the science
of weather prediction.

* POSIT: Weather is the combination of elements which
produce the conditions we experience today. Science
can help us predict the weather but it is not 100%
accurate.
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to thank God for the things they have.
HAVE the student draw a picture of their prayer.

HAVE the student write new lyrics to an old melody
praising God for some element of weather.

PERFORM the songs.

POSIT: We can find God in ordinary things of each
day, even the weather.
