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LIFE SCIENCE —-GRADE THREE- CHRISTIAN
LESSON 8: Domesticated Animals for Human Use and We care for God’s Creatures

GENERAL CONCEPT: The Importance of Domesticated Animals for Human Use and We are connected to all creatures.

SCIENCE LESSON CONCEPT
1. How do we care domesticated animals?

2. What benefits do domesticated animals give us?

GOAL OF SCIENCE LESSON

1. Student will know which animals are domesticated.

2. Student will know about the care required for
humane treatment and care.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

Student, especially urban and suburban students, will learn
about domesticated animals and how to care for them in a
humane manner

MATERIALS NEEDED
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RELIGION LESSON CONCEPT
1. We are called by God to good stewardship.

2. There is an inter-connectedness between all
creatures: we help the animals and they help us.

GOAL OF RELIGION LESSON

The student will know that some of the money that they give
to the missions goes to help people take care of themselves
by caring for and raising animals.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

1. Student will raise money to help people in poor
countries get animals to help them live better.

2. Student will become more concerned about other
people.

MATERIALS NEEDED



Science Journal Page: DOMESTICATED ANIMALS

Booklets from Purina, Inc. about domesticated animal
care

Missionary video/DVD a mission society life in Third
World Countries.

Pen or pencil

If possible, a field trip to a farm

SCIENCE METHODOLOGY

ASK: Which animals are domesticated? Record
answers on the board.

ASK: What duties do we have as care-takers for these
animals? Record answers on board.

HAVE the student use the Science Journal Page to
predict what would happen if all the cows or chickens
or pigs or some other domesticated animals would
die?

COMPARE the predictions and discuss.

IF POSSIBLE go on a field trip to a farm with animals.
If not, watch a video/DVD about American Farms.

RECORD observations on Science Journal Page.
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COMPARE the observations between the Third World
Heifer International Catalogs

Story books about animals

Songs about animals

Missionary Video about Third World Farming
Drawing paper

Crayons/markers

RELIGION METHODOLOGY

DISCUSS with the students that not every person in
the world has what they have (food, clothing, shelter).

GIVE out the Heifer International Catalogs.

ALLOW the students time to page through the
catalogs.

TEACH about the Heifer International Project.

ASK the student to repeat the key points about the
Heifer International Project.

SELECT one fund-raiser for the class. Which animals
to buy.

HAVE the students make ad pictures for the fund-
raiser.



* WATCH a missionary video/DVD about the people in .

ASK: How do people care for the animals?
Farms and American Farms.

*  HOW will our fund-raiser for Heifer International help

people and help us to be good stewards of God’s
creation?

* POSIT: People need domesticated animals to live and
should care for them humanely.

* POSIT: God tells us to take care of all creatures.
